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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:
The theoretical part of the paper contains clinical analyses and definitions of depression; this is generally represented well. What is missing, however, is how what was formally called “melancholy” is represented in American fiction in the late 1800s to the first decades of the 20th century. This is one aspect of the BP guidelines (zásady) that was not fulfilled, thus there is not much historical or cultural context in which to frame the novels considered in this BP.
A major problem here is that the theoretical definitions put forth in chapter 2 are not used at all in the chapters evaluating the novels – this is the whole purpose of the theory, to create a tool with which to assess the works. This lack of application of the theory to the text combined with lack of historical context result in the fact the analysis of the novels is only conducted on the most superficial of levels. 
Another issue is that alcoholism seems to be mentioned as factor in London’s depression, but the condition is represented only anecdotally in a biographical context and not enough as a literary device. This corresponds with the general lack of depth of analysis of the paper. 
There are some grammar, vocabulary and punctuation problems here, but by and large the text is at an appropriate level for a bachelor paper; perhaps the register is at times a bit too informal.

But despite the analytical weaknesses in some parts of the BP, as a whole the information and language included meets the level of bachelor studies.
