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I. Topic of the Dissertation

The aim of this dissertation is to describe the establishment, development and functioning
of the State Security unit in the territory of the former Pardubice political district, in 1945-1948,
and the region, in 1949-1953, and to analyze its activities in a broader regional context related
to the activities of the local public administration’s officials and the Communist Party

of Czechoslovakia.

Despite the fact that the regional units of the State Security (StB) were considered to be some
kind of units of the “front-line struggle against the class enemy”, they have not been paid due attention
in professional publications so far. There are no texts giving a detailed description of organization,
functioning and activities of the Pardubice StB units in the period under analysis, which was one

of the basic criteria for the choice of this topic.

The existing scientific literature concerning the general research on the history
of the Czechoslovak communist security apparatus must be divided into works created before
and after 1989. However, all of the publications have overwhelmingly focused on the history
of central and controlling units and examined the organizational development of the StB (or more
precisely the State National Security and the Ministry of the Interior) on a nationwide scale. They have
also dealt with the personnel (“cadre”) matters of the supreme and the most significant members
of the State Security bodies and the connected activities regarding both the formation of the security
apparatus and, in particular, the preparation of political processes in the 1950s. Nevertheless, just

a few studies have concentrated on the history of the regional StB units so far.

Therefore, the author of this thesis endeavours to contribute to the domestic historical research
dealing with the contemporary regional history of the Pardubice region and the activities of the secret

communist political police.



I1. Methodological Basis and Goals of the Dissertation
Subject of the Research: the Political Police — the State Security

The State Security was a Czechoslovak secret political police interconnecting intelligence
and police executive activities (e.g. investigation) since the end of 1947. Its original mission was
to investigate and prosecute offenses from the time of the occupation and to prevent various “fifth
columns” from violating state integrity. After the communists gradually gained control over the State
Security during the second half of the 1940s, political viewpoints based on the security interests

of the Communist Party, i.e. the protection of the stability of its power, were asserted.

In 1945, the StB was established as an executive branch of the Ministry of the Interior,
subordinated to the provincial, district and municipal national committees, to assist in investigating
crimes (according to the then terminology, in “national cleansing”) from the period of the occupation
and in conducting all the investigations and interventions against the persons and the groups appraised
as dangerous to the internal political and economic system of the state. At that time, the civilian
intelligence, which was at its highest level provided by the Department of Political Intelligence
of the Ministry of the Interior, was separated from the StB. Already in this period, the necessity
of its preferred position in the later unified State National Security (SNB), which held good until
its cancellation in 1990, was proclaimed.

After the Communist coup d’état in February 1948, the StB’s task was, from a formal point
of view, to search, monitor, control, investigate and liquidate criminal offences, in particular, under
Act No. 231/1948 Coll., for the Protection of the People’s Democratic Republic, and later, pursuant
to the first Chapter of the Special Part of the Criminal Code No. 86/1950 Coll.

In terms of time, first we are researching the period of the Third Czechoslovak Republic
(1945-1948) that was characterized by a general socialization trend (“shift to the left””) going across
Europe-wide society, “Russophilia” of a large part of the Czech society and “curtailing”
the democratic institutions, including the political system functioning on the basis of the united
National Front of the Czechs and the Slovaks declared in the so-called Kos$ice government programme
on the 5th April 1945. Then, in the years 1949-1953, we find ourselves in the era of totalitarian
Czechoslovakia, also known as the founding period of the communist regime or “the time
of Czechoslovak Stalinism”. The observed period finishes in 1953, which was a milestone
in the history of the Cold War between the East and the West.



In early 1953, the “founding fathers” — Joseph Vissarionovich Stalin (1878-1953) and Klement
Gottwald (1896-1953) died. In his president’s function, Gottwald was replaced by Prime Minister
Antonin Zapotocky (1884-1957), and instead of the Secretary General, the First Secretary
of the Central Committee of the Communist Party Antonin Novotny (1904-1975) became the head
of the Communist Party. Many riots in the Eastern bloc countries, connected to appalling living
conditions, forced both the highest party and state officials to consider economic and social policy
rectification. The “new course” also reflected on the organization of the security apparatus.
In September 1953, the Ministry of the National Security, into which the security forces had moved
in 1950, “disappeared”, and again, the security forces started to be subordinated to the Ministry

of the Interior.



I11. Structure of the Dissertation and the Research Objectives

We follow the development of the Pardubice StB in a broader context in connection
with the development of administrative institutions, regional structures of the Communist Party
and other security units operating in the area of Pardubice between 1945 and 1953. Particularly
after the war, also guerrilla groups, the criminal police and the gendarmerie dealt with the performance
of the State Security Services. Moreover, our interest is focused on the district and regional StB units
(to a limited extent on the uniformed Public Security, too), and we try to analyze their development,
structure and interaction using a comparative method and the combination of synchronous

and diachronic procedures.

With respect to the absence of relevant scientific studies and a negligible amount of secondary
literature examining the Pardubice region at the turn of the 1940s and 1950s (except for the production
of communist historiography), heuristics was largely based on the primary research of the official
documents from the Security Services Archive (ABS), the National Archive (NA), the Military
Central Archive — the Military Historical Archive (VUA-VHA) and the Pardubice State District
Archive (SOKA).

Due to the complicated events that the Pardubice region was undergoing from the turn
of the 19th and the 20th centuries until the beginning of the 1950s and the absence of relevant
secondary literature, it was necessary to pay attention to the economic and social development
of the Pardubice region, focusing on the history of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia.
The structure of the thesis therefore depends on: the territorial, political, economic and social
specification of the area; the period of the occupation, postwar development and through the events
of February 1948 continues until 1953.

Based on an analysis of the researched sources and literature, we primarily look for answers
to the following questions: in what environment, under what circumstances and by whom the first
postwar State Security Service in the Pardubice region was formed; what fate of these people was;
how the postwar retribution took place in the observed area and how it reflected on the State Security
Service; when the first Pardubice regional units of the StB came into being; when the Pardubice
regional StB unit was established and what circumstances influenced its initial development;

if the Pardubice StB struggled with some problems, and if so, which ones.

In general, we try to describe the organizational structure, staffing and the personnel

composition of the command posts, and to give an idea of the main activities of the StB in Pardubice.



V. Results of the Research

Since the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries, the Pardubice region has been an industrial centre
of East Bohemia. Factories and enterprises, the emancipating Jewish communities from the turn
of the 19th and 20th centuries, as well as the chemical plants built during the First Republic, created
an economic base indispensable both for the Nazi Germany’s war campaign and for the “building”
plans of the communist regime. The inflow of inhabitants into industrial enterprises resulted
in the gradual urban and population development of the town agglomerations, and especially
Pardubice itself. All important economic, business and cultural institutions were progressively being
concentrated in Pardubice. During the Second World War, it became the centre of the regional
occupation and protectorate administrative and security apparatus, including military units.
At the same time, the area was the centre of the significant resistance organizations and guerrilla units.
After the occupation, the increasing pressure of the Nazi repressive apparatus also reflected
on the effort to detain and punish the culprits, which became the main task of the bodies performing
the State Security Service.

In the Pardubice region (or more precisely in the town itself), the members of the resistance
and guerrilla units became the decisive personalities of the post-war renewal and organization
of the State Security Service (it was the same in all the country). Their leading representatives, such as
Antonin Blahout, Josef Misaf, FrantiSek Aubrecht, Josef Kratky, Zden¢k Dersak, Josef Jensi, Augustin
Kreml, etc., became the first “builders” of new state administration bodies (or people’s administration)

and security units in the region.

Immediately after the liberation, the army, the gendarmerie, the non-uniformed criminal
and uniformed executive municipal (or town) police, under the supervision of the security commission
(or department) of the District National Committee (ONV) controlled by communists, dealt with
ensuring public order and the State Security Services in the Pardubice region. The new unified
National Security Corps were just being in the process of forming, public life (including the police
forces) was being “cleansed”, and the most pressing issues in terms of the State Security Services lay
in the detention and investigation of war criminals, traitors and collaborators. The most noticeable part
of the activities was performed by the non-uniformed criminal police (strengthened by other forces),
and especially by the “embryo” of the future State National Security (SNB) (under the command
of guerrilla Lieutenant Z. Dersak and a communist Josef Misat) called the “Pardubice Civil Security

unit”. In early June 1945, Dersak was appointed an interim commander of the SNB for the Pardubice



district and began to form a new security body, which was to replace the existing police

and gendarmerie units.

Soon, mutual antagonism, corruption, the desire for power or unclear questions about the resistance
and collaboration of some individuals in top public offices started to penetrate the post-war
cooperation of the Pardubice National Front and the StB. Gradually, three leaders who were
significantly involved in both the resistance and post-war events were “removed” from the leading
positions: the first chairman of the District Committee of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia —
Josef Misat, the interim commander of the State National Security — Zden¢k Dersak, and the military
commander of the area during the liberation — FrantiSek Aubrecht. Already in this period, the factional
struggles, which had repercussions on the events after the February 1948 Communist coup when all
these men were persecuted in the first political monster process against the group called by the StB

“Jan Zemla et al.”, began.

Between 1945 and 1947, the State Security Service activities were mostly connected
with the cases related to the retribution agenda. Based on the “large retribution decree”, twenty-four
extraordinary people’s courts (MLS) started to function in the territory of Czechoslovakia between
1945 and 1948. Ongoing retribution placed high demands both on the people’s administration
authorities and on members of the security forces. The activities of the observed Pardubice area
coincided with the activities of the extraordinary people’s court in Chrudim that time.
By the beginning of May 1947, the plaintiffs of this court had opposed 3,768 cases in total, and other
cases were inquired into after the “renewal of retribution” in 1948. In addition, the Ministry
of the Interior continued to urge the search for escaped members of the German organizations
and looking for their hidden documentation. Moreover, there were also questions related to the “little

retribution” dealt with by the criminal discovery commission of the District National Committee.

The above-mentioned activities of the commissions and the courts would not have worked
without the cooperation with the State Security unit, which, after the SNB consolidation, was to be
carried out by members “showing the interest in it”. On the 15th October 1945, based on a decree
of the Main Command of the SNB dated the 20th September 1945, in the residence of the Regional
Court in Chrudim, the District Headquarters of the SNB, including the SNB district units
in the political districts of Pardubice, Chrudim, Lanskroun, Litomysl, Poli¢ka, Usti nad Orlici
and Vysoké Myto, was established. Of their staff, several members engaged in the “priority” State
Security Service activities, that time consisting mainly of retribution cases, were set aside. Performing

this service, they were directly subordinated to the regional office of the StB, which was established



in Chrudim in February 1946. Since during the war Pardubice was the centre of the Nazi occupation
administration and security apparatus, almost all activities related to the retribution agenda were
connected with the town. The placement of the regional security units in Chrudim became a burden.
Communist representatives of the Pardubice district, security officer Dominik Stehlik
and the chairman of the District National Committee (ONV) Josef Kratky took measures against
it and, thanks to their interventions at the Ministry of the Interior; the District Office of the StB
was moved. On the 12th April 1947, the Ministry of the Interior approved the establishment
of the District Office of the StB in Pardubice, which, after moving from Chrudim, started functioning
on the 18th July 1947. Its first residence was at No. 360 Masaryk’s Street (today the 17th November
Avenue). In the following months, after the merger with the intelligence unit on the 1st January 1948,
the number of its staff gradually increased from seven to around thirty, and later Ladislav Némec

became a commander.

In addition to the State Security unit, the district security officer and the chairman
of the District National Committee (ONV) attempted to transfer the Regional Office of the State
National Security, also located in Chrudim, to Pardubice. Due to the lack of space for the placement
of the office and due to the resistance of the representatives of the Chrudim People’s Administration
and the Communist Party, it only occurred after February events in late 1948. The hotel Palace
became the seat of the Regional Office of the State National Security in Pardubice (originally

Roosevelt Avenue No. 230, today Hlavacova Street).

In October 1946, a district intelligence branch (“OZO XVI — Pardubice”), a semi-legal
intelligence apparatus of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia whose task was primarily to seek
information and “compromising material” against members of non-communist parties, was also
located to Pardubice,. At the beginning of January 1948, the OZO merged with the District Office

of the Stb and formed a so-called “department Z”.

After the fundamental society-wide changes, following the February Communist coup d’état,
a new territorial-administrative division, connected with the establishment of the regional system,
was introduced. The Pardubice Region was established on the 1st January 1949. As for administration,
it was divided into twelve districts with altogether 428,293 inhabitants living there in 1950. Pardubice
became the seat of the Regional National Committee, the Regional Court and the Regional
Headquarters of the National Security (NB), (or the Public Security — VB). The existing District
Office of the StB was gradually being transformed into the Regional Headquarters of the StB,

whose first commander was Lieutenant Ladislav Némec. Attempting to introduce a new organization,



an unexpected incident took place when Lubomir Kratky, a son of the communist chairman
of the District National Committee (ONV) — Josef Kratky, was assassinated on the 11th January 1949.
The case immediately became the number one priority, and it was gradually believed that it had been
a politically motivated murder. Superior officials were very interested in it, and because
of the inability of the local authorities to track down a perpetrator, members of central units and other
regional headquarters came to Pardubice to assist and “help”. The case was eventually “resolved”
as a “political assassination”” committed by a large “illegal” group dealing with “terror”” and organizing
illegal border crossings. Jan Zemla, a member of the Czechoslovak People’s Party and a former

member of the District National Committee (ONV), was declared an “ideological initiator”.

In addition to exposing a large “conspiracy”, major deficiencies were found in the organization
of the Pardubice StB, and the condition of the local unit was found to be disastrous. The commander
had no authority, was not able to cope with his work and acted under the pressure of the members
of the Regional People’s Administration and the Communist Party. The moral of the ranks was low,
the individual units did not function, there was a chaos in the documentation and file agenda,
there was no agency network and the seat of the District Office of the StB did not meet the basic
standards. The unbearable situation required the immediate removal of Ladislav Némec and his
replacement by the second commander FrantiSek Polansky, who came from Prague. He tried to rectify
some defects. The Pardubice StB underwent an extensive “cleansing”, which affected practically
the entire staff, and in the Pardubice State Security unit, there was “no stone left unturned”. The staff
was supplemented by newcomers who, with the prospect of better provision and social security,
mostly came straight from factories and lacked any qualifications to work in the security apparatus.
Polansky introduced urgent regime measures, without which the service in the security corps could not
be performed, and the initial internal structure of the operational and executive units was formed.
On the 20th May 1949, a new organization was “launched” and only from that time, it was possible
to call the local unit the Regional Headquarters of the StB in Pardubice. Despite Commander
F. Polansky’s efforts to improve the situation, most of the shortcomings persisted, political officials
of the regional party structures intervened in the service and activities, the process of building
an agency network stagnated, and the discipline of subordinates was poor. This reflected on
Polansky’s removal from his office on the 1st October 1949 and his replacement by 35-year-old Karel
Filka.

Only when the third commander — Karel Filka — became the head of the Regional Headquarters
of the Pardubice StB, it was possible to notice the overall improvement of the internal organization

and systemic work planning. However, the problems he found at the headquarters after his arrival
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were, in some forms, acute throughout all the period we examined. Some of them were solved, others
were improved and others were not eliminated even under his successors. At the beginning of 1950,
the most serious ones were the follows: low staff numbers, inexperienced commanders
of the individual units, poor system and methods of work, inappropriate premises and technical
equipment, hostile relations with the Communist Party and the officials of the Public Security,
and the dismal state of the agency network. In 1950-1951, the qualities of the Regional Headquarters’
commanders, whose number stabilized at the end of 1951, improved. The development of systematic
activities and “penetration into the ranks of the enemy” proved to be insufficient, especially in districts
and villages. Although subordinate units were established in the “most endangered” areas
(Chrudim, Caslav, Poli¢ka, Lanskroun), the low numbers and inexperience of their members
in creating the agency and obtaining quality information were permanent problems in the early 1950s.
The solution to the problem largely depended on the improvising abilities of a commander who opted
for the so-called liaison bodies. They were to cooperate with the district commanders of the National
Security, obtain information from uniformed members through the “StB line” and teach them to create
networks of “confidential sources” in villages. Filka’s idea was unsuccessful; the district commanders
of the uniformed unit considered “liaison bodies” to be “spies”, and their existence became
a permanent source of tension between the two units. The “liaison bodies” were cancelled after Filka’s
fall in June 1951.

The relations between the State Security (StB) and the Public Security (VB) were very poor,
especially between 1950 and 1951. In the ranks, they stemmed mainly from the superior behaviour
of the StB members, which was a phenomenon occurring elsewhere in Czechoslovakia (and in diverse
variations until 1989). In the period under analysis, the worst situation seemed to be between
the commanders of the Regional Headquarters of the State Security — Karel Filka and the Regional
Headquarters of the National Security — Jaroslav Pruska. In addition, the situation was more
complicated due to the rivalry and struggle for power in the regional structures of the Communist
Party. The regional security officer Dominik Stehlik, who contributed to the previous relocation
of the State Security and uniformed units from Chrudim, tried to take complete control over them.
However, at the beginning of 1950, he lost his position, which was related not only to the limitation
of the powers of security officers but also to the “fall of the factional group” around the regional
secretary of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia — Frantisek Ji¢insky and his deputy — Jiti Kotrch.

The period of “Kotrch’s governance”, directly connected to the search for “internal enemies”
in the Communist Party, also influenced the activities of the StB. The regional commander tried

to isolate the State Security unit from the events; thereby he made an enemy of the rival “faction”
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of the Communist Party officials in the Pardubice region. All these circumstances eventually led
to Karel Filka’s removal and his replacement by Viktor Hladny, six years younger. His task was
to “normalize” relations with political structures, to bring into operational activities the “quality”
experience gained at the Regional Headquarters of the StB in Jihlava and to improve relations with
the Public Security. Unfortunately, from the studied sources, it is not entirely clear whether,
in the coming years, the situation with the regional Communist Party functionaries significantly
improved. As far as the relations with the Public Security are concerned, in April 1953 they were

stated “to be good”.

In conclusion, we can note that the Pardubice State Security unit was considered to be one
of the worst in Czechoslovakia for the entire period under analysis. Despite this, it managed
to “realize” large “anti-state groups” made up of former members of non-communist parties and thus
fulfil its main task — to protect the power of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia. In the area
of strategic economic importance, which undoubtedly the Pardubice region was, the Communist Party
had no strong position, which corresponded to the number of so-called white cards cast in the 1948
elections. In particular, the villages were “in the hands” of the Czechoslovak People’s Party and it is
no coincidence that the first large-scale persecution aimed at its ranks (“Jan Zemla et al.”).
The Czechoslovak National Socialist Party (“the Action Malii”’), the Czechoslovak Social Democratic
Party and, again, the Czechoslovak People’s Party followed, but that is another issue.
