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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:
The diligence and attention to detail involved in the preparation of this paper is clear from the opening pages. The theoretical and historo-cultural contexts in which the author has chosen to frame her chosen literary work are presented thoroughly yet concisely in chapters 2 and 3. Even the list of characters from On the Road which are described on pages 14 and 15 are done so only in a way that specifically relates to sexual and emotional relationships, thus eliminating any superfluous detail that is not connected to the theme of the BP. Along the same lines, the short plot overview is written with just the right amount of detail to outline the major events of the novel.
The efficiency in the early chapters leaves a lot space in the rest of the BP to analyze the novel in terms of specific categories of sexuality represented therein. In chapter 5, the longest section of the BP, the author’s commentary on these aspects is splendidly interlaced with the specific theories and cultural phenomena she has introduced in the opening chapters. Generally throughout this part the various ramifications and contradictions of the freedom the characters in the novel are searching for are explored with insight and precision. A particularly remarkable and challenging feature of this section is the female voice in the novel that the author has found and expressed throughout the BP, but especially in subchapter 5.7. 
The language here is also at a very high level, not only with almost no mistakes, but often subtly nuanced in a way of expression that is outstanding at this level. 

It is difficult to find an aspect of this paper to be critical about, but maybe the novel could have been placed more carefully in the overall context of American literature of the period, or some literary or other cultural influences the book has had could have been made clearer. 

In my opinion, however, in every way this is one of the strongest BPs I have ever been associated with. The author has a lot to be proud of here. 
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
