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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:
The majority of this paper is merely a retelling of some biographical details of the sisters and the plots of the three works with no absolutely no analysis. The main theme as indicated in the title of the work as well as in the guidelines for research (zásady) is an exploration the negative characters in the novels, above all concentrating on the different forms of evil, but out of 30 pages written in English, only 7 actually deal with this theme, and then in only the most superficial of ways, again with no or very little analysis. No exact definition of evil or forms thereof are given in the work.
Also the language is not at the level of bachelor’s studies in English, with basic mistakes on every single page throughout, e.g. articles (“Next chapters…” p.9; “gives a birth” p.24), subject / predicate agreement (“There are also experience…” p.9), and other usage (“used their experience … into their their works” p.13; “St. John calls himself as a missionary” p.16; “He apologized himself” p.13; “a lot of evils are in this novel” p.24; “evils were punished” p.37).
Past tenses instead of present ones are used to describe plot events of the novels in the sections describing “evil characters.”
