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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:
Most of this work reads like a narrative of the plot of 'On The Road'. There is excessive description of characters and,although there is some linking of this to the contemporary social landscape of America at the time and how it reflects Kerouac's themes, there is a lack of analogies to other literary periods or genres. The bibliography is lightweight. Sometimes the knowledge of literary movements is cursory , as where she states that stream of consciousness was a beat creation. Virginia Woolf, Joyce, perhaps? "Ginsberg also reveals the core values that influenced the main themes of the Beat Generation. The stream of consciousness was connected with Eastern religion, multiculturalism, spiritual liberation......"

The english used is good throughout but there is a lack of advanced structures such as participle clauses, perfect tenses etc. The beat is staccato throughout utilising simple clause structures. In musical terms it is free jazz whereas in english it should be flowing like cool jazz. But perhaps that reflects the subject matter! The work has some structure and has obviously been given some thought but lacks any real insight or intellectual vigour.
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
