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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:

Although the author of the BP did not follow every single aspect of the guidelines (zásady), it is clear that she has learned and communicated a great deal both about the history of the period described in the memoir and about how McCourt uses actual events to tell his story. With 4.2 there is even a subchapter on the alleged discrepancies between episodes depicted in the memoir and actual incidents and conditions recalled by others who participated in the same events.
The strength of this BP is its correlation of extraliterary aspects with episodes and characters in Angela’s Ashes. In chapter 3, the longest and strongest part of the BP, the author has identified important social issues and conditions such as housing, health, poverty, unemployment and alcoholism and exemplified how these issues are dealt with in the memoir. The “Table of Content” (sic) is a bit misleading, however; the heading of this chapter “Ireland in the First Half of the 20th Century” mentions nothing about Angela’s Ashes even though throughout the chapter (and indeed the whole BP) the history and social conditions are directly compared to incidents in the book. As each actual event and social condition is introduced and placed in context, immediately the reader is led back to the memoir, which creates a cohesive and coherent pattern of explication.
If there is one aspect that could have been dealt with more thoroughly, it is the literary context. Three other Irish-American authors and their most popular books are mentioned on page 29, but no further information is presented, not even dates of publication of these works. Thus an opportunity was missed to place Angela’s Ashes into the Irish-American literary tradition or into the contemporary popular literary market. 
Lastly, the writer is to be commended on her prose. There are some expectable language and typological errors, but in general the BP makes for an easy read, and what the author is trying to communicate can be understood easily.

Despite that fact that more could have been mentioned regarding literary context, all in all in my opinion this BP is a strong work at the bachelor’s level.
