Oponentský posudek (review)
Pavlíková Anželka:  Komparace studijních oborů Komunitní studia a humanitní studia Filozofické fakulty Univerzity Pardubice
Bachelors thesis of Anželka Pavlíková concerns the problem of choice and decision in undertaking particular subject of study. The author asks about the probable factors of those processes and seeks the answer by comparing  the answers to the self-prepared questionnaire. The aim of the work is very precisely indicated and well represented in the title.
The work is well structured and the order of following parts of it seems to be logically consistent. In this particular case the part about previous sociological research on the subject is too much elaborated (more then 10% of the whole work), but still it is an important part of work.
The research itself was well prepared, conducted and represented in the work. It is a consequnce of a clear and not too general aim of the study, availability of informants and the proper use of sociological tools of research. Although the proposed method has a long tradition and is well established within a social research it could be modified according to a new tendencies which indicate an advantages of face to face interaction and an interview as support (or even independent bases of the research) in the process of understanding the „raw material“. I think that some general questions, as i.e. question no 36 about „what is important in life“, should be accompanied by narrative and even observation to get a proximate view of a real beliefs and praxis. But within the assumed aim the limited approach also works, as the author perfectly showed.
To the written sources, the literature used seems to be limited – it only consists of works that are directly connected with the subject and no literature that would allow a more general statements as an effect of the research is enclosed. But the used sources were used well. 
The formal side of the work do not arose any questions. The author ilustrated many aspects of her research in the legible graphs, enclosed a very detailed questionnary and a form for personal particulars.
According to the above critical comments I declare that the work by Anzelka Pavlikova fulfill requirements of the bachelors work and I’m recommending an A grade for it (Výborně).
