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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:

The sources have been well-chosen by the author of this work, and she uses them quite thoroughly (i.e. Rotskoff, Paller, May). It is absolutely clear that the author has made herself familiar with the issues she has chosen to write about. On the other hand, a bit of objectivity is lost with the use of language like “Homosexuals and Other Sex Perverts” in the title of subsection 3.2, although the text of the subsection reflects little or no bias. Another point of contention may be if alcoholism or adultery can be still considered taboo subjects in post-WWII American drama. The other categories chosen, however, do reflect major changes in mainstream representation in American culture. 
Some language problems, for example with articles (e.g. “the scene six” p. 21), conjunctions (e.g. “However …”  p.18), the use past tense to describe plots of dramatic works, and other phrasing.
