Overall, this well-worn topic is handled in a capable way by the author of the BP. The choice of 7 novels to be studied is a bit wide for a BP, but for the most part the organization of the text into sections such as attitudes, work, education and marriage lends clarity to the conclusions and in addition serves to point out differences between the novels themselves in their portrayals of women’s issues. For the most part the diverse academic sources are nicely interspersed throughout the text to support the analysis of the author of the BP. 
Connecting feminist literature to political revolutions and changes in literature in the 19th century works really well in the BP on pages 5-7. More direct connections, correlations or contrasts within the Brontë novels in question to these and to other issues in 2.1. could have proved interesting in the succeeding chapters.
In my opinion the thesis begins to drag a bit in the subchapters describing the Brontës themselves and their works (p. 18-24). Some of this type background is definitely necessary, but maybe some cutting or summarizing could have saved a few pages for the much more interesting material before and after this section. This is especially true because the biographical material is not really directly used much in the analysis of the novels. On page 15 the statement “Anne’s novels include features of Realism” but this is not explained. Differences regarding how women are portrayed in works of so-called Romanticism / Gothicism and Realism could have proved interesting (a topic for a future master’s thesis?).
The BP picks up steam again in Chapter 3.5. (The numbering of the chapters is not clear – why the jump from 2.3. to 3.5.?) The issues within each topic are made clear and examples given from all of the novels. One interesting insight is the sinner / protector dichotomy, roles which may be enacted by men or women (p 18-19). 
Going back to the beginning, the first part of chapter 2 (p. 3-5) evaluates the terms Victorian and a “Victorian woman.” This is done competently and economically using standard sources; but what may be missing, oddly enough, is a bit more of description of the world of men of the period, if for no other reason than to point out the hypocrisy in Victorian society and double-standard regarding, for example, sexual behaviour between the sexes (this issue might have been raised in subchapter 3.5.4.; inequality in education is indeed mentioned in 3.5.3.). A small reference or two to mainstream or male “society” could have highlighted the stereotypical positions of women (e.g. virgin, whore) through contrast. (In defense of the author of the BP, however, this was not mentioned in the guidelines [zásady] at all and may have been too much for a 30-40 page paper.)
All in all it was a pleasure to read and review this thesis. The author of the BP managed to provide some original insights regarding women in the authors, works and literary period she has written about. 
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
