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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:

The history of the waves of feminism presented here is a bit too long, but still insightful and well-organized, i.e. British feminism is prominently featured since the author chosen is English. The ideas in these chapters, e.g. Beauvoir’s “Other” and Friedan’s “unhealthy adaptability” are also incorporated into the analysis of the novels in later chapters; this is quite successful, but even more of this would have been helpful.
A bit too much space is spent retelling the plot and describing the characters in the works, but throughout these passages some analysis is featured. One interesting aspect of the work is how the author of the BP seems to present a three-dimensional picture of how feminist issues are represented in the novels; both positive and negative aspects of changing roles are featured. Maybe a bit more specificity about concrete problems and challenges, for example economic or political issues, could have been presented.
The recent societal changes (not always for the better) since the novels were written which are mentioned at the paper’s end give the BP a sense of full-circle completion. The level of language is quite high, with few errors and appropriate academic register used throughout. 

It is clear that the author has learned and communicated a great deal about the issues involved here. All in all in my opinion this BP is a strong work at the bachelor’s level.
