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Slovní vyjádření k hodnocení bakalářské práce:
First of all, the title of the work does not accurately represent the work’s actual content. The banjo is not analyzed here as a symbolic representation of “American culture.” 
The author has included a great deal of interesting information, even if the overall structure of the work is a bit disjointed – this goes back to the lack of unified theme as alluded to above.
Unfortunately the ideas and analyses presented are not as clear as they could be because of the level of English. The use of articles is inconsistent and inaccurate, for example in the Table of Contents we have “Banjo as an Instrument,” “Elevation of Banjo,” Importance of the Banjo,” “… Brings Banjo to American Homes” and “Role of the Banjo …” The use of Banjo without an article would be more appropriate in a newspaper headline, but not in an academic paper; even so, inconsistency is even less suitable. 
Other errors in grammar in vocabulary are present throughout the paper, although not very often to the point where meaning is obscured. Still the language is very close to not being at the level of master’s studies in English, e.g. no subjects in sentences (p.2), confusing use of past and present tenses (p.3, throughout), “out-fashioned” (p.17) “Comparing the Stowe’s novel and its theatrical interpretations; however, one might find that play writers did not completely follow the story.”

The detailed information about both the films Uncle Tom’s Cabin (p.21-22) and Cold Mountain (52-53) does not have enough of a direct connection to the theme.
